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In his early 20’s, Elvis created his house 
and 13.8 acres, called Graceland. 
The house is reputed to be the 2nd 

most visited house in the US (after the 
Whitehouse!). Elvis lived here until his 
death and is buried here. Expect to see 
exhibits of authentic clothing, artefacts, 
personal mementos, an amazing display 
of Elvis’s gold and platinum awards, and 
much more.

Take a guided tour through the 
birthplace of rock ‘n’ roll and learn the 
history of the most famous recording 
studio in the world. Experience 
outtakes from sessions, touch Elvis’ first 
microphone and hear the real history 
of the studio that launched Elvis Presley, 
Johnny Cash, Jerry Lee Lewis, Carl 
Perkins, B.B. King and many more.

The museum is near the site of the original 
Stax recording studio, which during the 
60s and 70s turned outworld-famous hits 
by now house-hold names, including Otis 
Redding; Al Green and Aretha Franklin. 
Multimedia exhibitions take visitors back 
to a place and time when racism deeply 
divided the South. At Stax however black
                           and white musicians and                   
                            staff all worked together,
                              with music as their
                                              common
                                                thread.
